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    In Japan, can kids slurp soba noodles? In South Africa, is it okay to 
greet your teacher with “What’s up, Carrie?” 
    The formal and informal rules governing behavior make up what we call 
etiquette or “good manners.” Expectations for children vary according to 
cultural taboos, religious traditions, and historical influences. With the help 
of etiquette experts like Sue Fox, author of Etiquette For Dummies (2007), 
international ex-pats, and moms-in-the-know, here are some interesting 
facts about kid protocol around the world. 
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The sailing events for the Summer Olympics were 
held in the Qingdao International Sailing Center. 
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    Tourists know Qingdao (formerly spelled Tsingtao) as a beautiful seaside city 
surrounded by mountains on the southern coastline of the Shandong Peninsula. 
And perhaps for its famous Tsingtao beer, brewed fresh in the town and popular 
throughout China and the world. In fact, the famous Qingdao International Beer 
Festival takes place every year from mid-September to early October, drawing 
huge crowds. The city is famed for beach resorts, good weather, and Bavarian 
architecture leftover from German control in the 1800s, making it a tourist destina-
tion among Chinese and international  visitors.  
    However, Qingdao is also a port city, serving as an important manufacturing 
and textile center, and naval base for China. It serves as a transit point for Eurasia 
and the Pacific region. Recently, it served as home to the Beijing Olympics' sailing  
competitions, although the city itself houses only one yacht club and experiences 
light winds. Once a small fishing village, this city now abounds with new housing 
developments and high-rise buildings, making it a go-to destination.  
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
